On a disc per bend Or and Azure, a dragon stooping Purpure, the dragon garnished Argent
(Silver Gray), within its talons a spear and key per saltire and ensigned over the dragon’s wings

three flight symbols per chevron bend sinisterwise all of the last, all within a narrow border
Sable. Attached above the disc, a Yellow scroll edged with a narrow Black border and inscribed



“DOVERYAY NO PROVERYAY” in Black letters. Attached below the disc, a Yellow scroll edged
with a narrow Black border and inscribed “106TH OPERATIONS SUPPORT FLT” in Black letters.
SIGNIFICANCE: Ultramarine blue and Air Force yellow are the Air Force colors. Blue alludes to
the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow refers to the sun and the
excellence required of Air Force personnel. The spear and key with the dragon represents
operations support, combat tactics and military intelligence. The three flight symbols,
representing lifting devices, symbolize the three rescue squadrons in the wing which the unit
supports.
