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Pittsburgh's second A-7D also arrived that April, These two Corsairs provided 112th
maintenance personnel with their first hands-on training with the new aircraft. Guided by
Field Training Detachment supervisors, they immediately began stripping down the new

planes, studying the Rolls-Royce-designed TF-41 engines, examining the munitions and
weapons systems, learning the cold weather idiosyncrasies of the three hydraulic systems,



and digging into the solid-state technology of the computers and advanced avionics.
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
