EMBLEM

Ultramarine blue and golden yellow are the Air Force colors. Blue alludes to the sky, the
primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow refers to the sun and the excellence required of
Air Force personnel. The six vertical stripes and botonee cross on the shield are symbolic of the
flag of the State of Maryland. The helmet resting atop the shield represents the militia
protecting, supporting and defending the State of Maryland and alludes to jousting, the official
state sport. Designed by Master Sgt. Patrick F. Hackett IV. Approved for the 175th Logistics
Squadron on 24 October 1996. Redesignated for the 175th Logistics Readiness Squadron on 25
July 2003.

OPERATIONS

The 175th Logistics Readiness Squadron conducted numerous state-level exercises addressing
pandemic/avian flu emergency response capabilities while supporting the logistics
requirements of Maryland’s Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, during which the
squadron excelled in the first major exercise of Maryland’s delivery process for the Strategic
National Stockpile.
