Attached
below the disc, a White scroll edged with a narrow Purple border and inscribed “LOOKING
FORWARD” in Purple letters. SIGNIFICANCE: Ultramarine blue and Air Force yellow are the Air
Force colors. Blue alludes to the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow refers to



the sun and the excellence required of Air Force personnel. The star on a divided shield alludes to
the unit’s mission to train the best for the Nation’s defense. The lightning bolt represents SIGINT-
related training functions.
