3703 Basic Military Training Squadron emblem

323" Training Squadron emblem: Azure, a sword bendwise sinister Gules surmounted by a sword
bendwise Or, overall a torch of the last flammant Proper, all within a diminished bordure yellow.
Attached above the disc a Blue scroll edged with a narrow Yellow border. Blue and yellow are the
Air Force colors. Blue alludes to the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow refers
to the sun and the excellence required of Air Force personnel. The torch signifies the knowledge
and training provided by the squadron in support of the Air Force global reach mission. The swords
