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OPERATIONS 
Harris Neck AAF was used primarily for the training of fighter pilots. Numerous units would rotate 
through for training sessions. It was home to the single-seat Bell P-39 Airacobra, which was replaced 
during February, 1944, by the Curtiss P-40E Kittyhawk. A typical complement of aircraft consisted of 32 
P-40s and five BT-13s. In March 1944, a Noorduyn UC-64, was also assigned to the airfield.  
 
346th Army Air Force Base Unit (Replacement Training Unit, Fighter), was activated on 1 May 1944. 
Pilots receiving training were normally organized into two classes, (an upper and a lower), of thirty pilots 
each. Synthetic training devices present included two Link trainers, two Gun air instructors, and one 
deflection gunnery trainer. The airfield ended its training mission and was assigned to Air Technical 
Service Command, becoming a sub-base of Statesboro AAF on 31 December 1944. 
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
