On a disc Sable, issuant from base, a demi-globe Azure, land masses Vert, surmounted by a bald
eagle volant Proper, armed Or, grasping in its talons four lightning bolts of the like, all within a
narrow border Black. Attached above the disc an Olive Drab scroll edged with a narrow Black
border and inscribed "354TH COMPTROLLER SQUADRON" in Black letters. Attached below the
disc an Olive Drab scroll edged with a narrow Black border and inscribed "ANY PLACE— ANY TIME"
in Black letters.
