EMBLEM 
On a gold disc a blue chief nebuly to base and overall between in chief three gold lightning bolts,  
one in pale, two forming a reverse chevron and in base a blue star, a gold chevron fimbriated blue 
bearing four chevronels, light blue, blue, red, and green; all within a narrow gold border. Below the 
emblem a blue scroll edged gold and inscribed in gold capital letters.  SIGNIFICANCE: The emblem is 
symbolic of the squadron, with the gold signifying the excellence required of assigned personnel 
and the blue representing the sky, primary theater of Air Force operations. The chevron symbolizes 
the unit's strength in support of the tactical mission of its parent wing, and the chevronels include 
the Wing's colors. The lightning bolts in the chief nebuly (symbols of clouds) refer to action in 
combat and the squadron's instantaneous response to ground support requirements of the tactical 
mission. The star in base denotes the squadron's Air Force Outstanding Unit Awards. The unit's 
numerical designation is indicated by the three lightning bolts, five points of the AFOUA star, and 
four chevronels. The emblem bears the Air Force colors, gold and ultramarine blue. (Approved, 12
