MISSION

The 375th Medical Support Squadron consists of 11 flight providing personnel and administration,
resource management, education and training, TRICARE Operations and Patient Administration,
medical readiness, information management, pharmacy, diagnostic imaging, laboratory,
nutritional medicine and logistics which includes regional medical equipment repair, patient
movement items and facility management.

The 375th MDSS supports healthcare delivery by managing a group budget of $33.8 million as of
October 2010 and manpower programs for more than 700 staff members. The managed care
program supports an enrolled population of 26,000 amounting to approximately 144,000 annual
patient visits. Additionally, the squadron provides ancillary services with a $12.9 million pharmacy
budget, diagnosticimaging with an average of 128 patients daily and laboratory services with an
average of 557 patients daily.
