Azure, a barbed mullet of four Or charged with a globe Argent fimbriated of the field gridlined
Sable bearing in saltire a lightning flash Gules and a key, ward to base Sable, overall in sinister
chief a falcon grasping the sinister side of the globe Proper; all within a diminished bordure Or.
Attached above the disc a Blue scroll edged with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed 419TH
LOGISTICS SUPPORT SQUADRON in Yellow letters. Attached below the disc a Blue scroll edged
with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed Il SWIFT AND SURE Il in Blue letters. SIGNIFICANCE:
Blue and yellow are the Air Force colors. Blue alludes to the sky, the primary theater of Air Force
operations. Yellow refers to the sun and the excellence required of Air Force personnel. The
barbed star represents the aircraft the unit supports. The stars reach out to the four corners of
the world, symbolizing the squadron's unlimited mobile reach. The key and lightning flash on the
globe stand for the unit's control of Air Force assets and military might worldwide. The falcon
grasping the globe denotes the sure, swift strength and sharp vision of squadron personnel.
