OPERATIONS

Constituted in the Organized Reserve on 15 October 1921 as the 424th Squadron (Pursuit),
assigned to the 308th Pursuit Group (Fifth Army), and allotted to the Sixth Corps Area. Initiated
on 8 February 1922 at Bloomington, IL. Redesignated as the 424th Pursuit Squadron on 25
January 1923. Inactivated on 1 December 1929 at Bloomington by relief of personnel.
Conducted summer training at Selfridge Field, Ml, or Chanute Field, IL, and some years at Scott
Field, IL. Demobilized on 1 October 1933.
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
