EMBLEM

On a medium blue disc within a narrow yellow border, originating in the viewer’s lower right a
gray gauntlet grasping a yellow and Air Force Blue missile in the vertical center emitting a red

trail to the bottom of the disc, the missile within three red orbital rings. Attached below the
disc a blank Air Force Blue scroll within a yellow border. SIGNIFICANCE: The blue background



alludes to sky. The mailed fist grasping the missile represents an airborne missile ready to be
released. The atom is symbolic of the nuclear striking, force of the airborne missile. (Approved,
