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21 May 1976, Hessisch-Oldendorf Air Station was officially opened under project Creek Control
and, on 20 September 1976, the 600th TCG and 600th Combat Support Squadron (CSS) were
activated to provide control and support for 2 ATAF radar units.

24 Jun 1981 The 606th TCS, 600th CSS, and 626th and 636th TCFs provided on-site assistance in
support of recovery operations for an F-15 which crashed near Bremerhaven, Germany.
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
