Decorations 
 
EMBLEM 
Per bend sinister Azure and Argent, a lightning bolt bendwise sinister Or, in dexter chief a 
mullet of the second, charged with a torteau, in sinister base a demi-globe of the field gridlined 
of the first, all within a diminished bordure of the third. Attached below the disc, a White scroll 
edged with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed "627TH AIR BASE GROUP" in Blue letters.  
SIGNIFICANCE: Ultramarine blue and Air Force yellow are the Air Force colors.  Blue alludes to 
the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations.  Yellow refers to the sun and the 
excellence required of Air Force personnel.  The globe represents the “mission ready” Airmen, 
prepared to conduct and support expeditionary combat operations around the world at a 
moment’s notice.  The lightning bolt represents air power.  Each layer of the lightning bolt 
stands for one of the Air Force core values: Integrity, Service and Excellence.  The significance of 
the “Hap Arnold” star is to recall the unit’s long Air Force heritage and that Group members are 
Airmen above all.  Each point of the star represents one of the five elements of expeditionary 
combat support:  Responsive, Sustainable, Survivable, Time-Defined Resupply and Integrated 
Information.
