57 Aircraft Control and Warning Squadron - Beaverlodge (AB) Located on top of Saskatoon 
Mountain (C-21) was the 919th Aircraft Control & Warning Squadron, USAF which had taken up 
residence in February 1953. The squadron reported to the 25th NORAD Region. 
 
On 1 April 1963, the RCAF took control of the site and formed 57 Aircraft Control & Warning 
Squadron, RCAF Station Saskatoon Mountain. In November 1963, the name was changed to 57 
Radar Squadron, RCAF Station Beaver-lodge. 57 Radar Squadron became operational on SAGE on 
1 May 1964. 
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
