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The 1808th AACS Wing, accordingly, received approval for a reorganization, effective on 1 July
1951, to provide expanded functions and services, as well as closer supervision of AACS duties in
Korea. The 1818th AACS Group was established at Pusan to command the 1973d and 1993d AACS
Squadrons at Taegu and Kimpo. They operated the MATCon centers and controlled airfield

operations in their respective sectors. The 1818th AACS Group moved briefly to Seoul, but soon
returned to Taegu.
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
