MISSION 
27 Special Operations Maintenance Group is responsible for all flight line and backshop 
maintenance in support of assigned AC-130H, AC-130W, MC-130J, CV-22B and MQ-1 and MQ-9 
aircraft. The group provides contract oversight of civilian maintenance on three Non Standard 
Aviation program aircraft types. Manages over 90 facilities and an annual budget in excess of 
$30M. Enforces quality maintenance across four squadrons and among seven defense 
contractors. Organizes, trains and equips 1,400 personnel in support of special operations 
forces and COCOMs.
