Attached below the disc, a Blue
scroll edged with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed "PEOPLE AND ENVIRONMENT" in Yellow
letters. SIGNIFICANCE: Ultramarine blue and Air Force yellow are the Air Force colors. Blue
alludes to the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow refers to the sun and the
excellence required of Air Force personnel. The caduceus represents the medical profession. The
wings represent the unit's worldwide readiness mission.
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
