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Since August 1948, the 3380th Technical Training Wing had controlled all base activities. Under
it were four subordinate units: the 3380th Technical Training Group, which operated the
school; the 3380th Maintenance and Supply Group; the 3380th Air Base Group; and the 3380th
Medical Group. In 1955, a fifth group was added—the 3380th Installations Group. That
arrangement continued until 1 January 1959, when Air Training Command redesignated the wing
as Headquarters, Keesler Technical Training Center (KTTC). At the same time, the training group
was redesignated the 3380th Technical School, USAF, and all of its subordinate student squadrons
were renamed school squadrons.
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
