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On 15 February 1969, ATC activated the 3650th Pilot Training Wing at Columbus AFB,
Mississippi. The base transferred from Strategic Air Command to ATC on 1 July 1969 and
became ATC's tenth UPT base. The first UPT class 71-01--entered training there on 17 July 1969.

In 1972, the 14th Flying Training Wing replaced the 3650th.
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
