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The 552nd Airborne Warning and Control (AWAC) Wing was activated at Tinker AFB on July 1, 1976
for the purpose of training the E-3A crews and providing maintenance, computer software and

logistics support. The wing's predecessor on Tinker was the 4552nd Airborne Warning and Control
Squadron, a provisional unit which was in charge of site activation.
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
