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The official American military presence in Thailand started in April 1961 when an advanced party
of the USAF 6010th Tactical (TAC) Group arrived at Don Muang at the request of the Royal Thai
government to establish an aircraft warning system.

In November 1962 the 2nd Air Division assumed control of the 6010th TAC Group.

6010 tactical group was the focal point for all USAF support operations in Thailand. 10 July 1962.
Direct assignment was changed from 13 Air Force To 1 Air Division on 8 December 1962.
Responsible for training Thai Air Force personnel and for monitoring and supporting deployed
Pacific Air Force personnel.
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
