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Starting with the buildup in 1965, the Air Force, while continuing to conduct the four air wars, 
adjusted its structure in Southeast Asia to absorb incoming units. Temporarily deployed 



squadrons became permanent in November; a wing structure replaced the groups. On 8 July 
1965, the 33d Tactical Group was redesignated the 6250th Combat Support Group 
 
By February 1966, the reconnaissance force at Tan Son Nhut had grown to seventy-four aircraft 
of various types. Operational aircraft squadrons were assigned to the 460th Tactical 
Reconnaissance Wing which was activated at Tan Son Nhut on 2 February 1966. The 377th Air 
Base Wing became USAF host base unit at Tan Son Nhut, replacing the 6250th Combat Support 
Group in April. 
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
