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The Military Air Transport Service assumed command jurisdiction of the 80th Air Base Squadron,
Dover Air Force Base from the Air Defense Command on 1 April 1952. The last half of 1952 saw the

beginning of a 33 million dollar base construction program. This program and subsequent
expansion have increased the worth of real facilities to approximately 78 million dollars.



Inactivation of the 80th Air Base Squadron came in June 1953, with the organization of the 1607th
Air Base Group.
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
