OPERATIONS

The unit which literally keeps Bentwaters moving is Maj Eugene F. Tyree's 81 Transportation
Squadron. On duty day and night, the squadron has travelled many millions of road-miles during
its existence. Operation of the all-important Motor Pool comes under the responsibilities of the
squadron, in addition to the shipment and receipt of Government property by military and
commercial carriers. Another important function of the squadron is the operation of an
automotive maintenance shop where all vehicles are repaired and kept in first class working
order.
