Reorganization effected by transfer of personnel and equipment from 
the 69th and 70th Service Squadrons. Redesignated on 6 December 1939 as Base Headquarters and 5th 
Air Base Squadron (2 Group). Redesignated on 1 February 1940 as Base Headquarters and 5th Air Base 
Squadron (Double). Reorganized and redesignated 1 September 1940 as HHS, 5th Air Base Group. 
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
